Project 1 (due Tuesday Night 6pm Sept 23, 2008)

Goal: To create an attractive imm home page that will both introduce you to your classmates, and link to your online class work and projects and internet history page.

Requirements: 

1) Recreate the following directory structure on gibson. Inside of your gibson www folder you will create another folder named "imm" Inside of your imm folder you will create an index.html file (this will be your imm home page) and 2 folders named images, originalPhotos. Thus, the link to your site should be http://people.rit.edu/~abc1234/imm/index.html

2) On your IMM home page, create a menu bar or side bar that contains links to the following 3 items to be completed for this project.
· Online resume with links to anchors on the page and a link to a pdf version of your resume.
· annotated bibliography web page.
· Work cited web page – This will be updated all year long and contain the citations to any of your sources you use when creating your projects or in-class exercises.  The first week of class I provided you with a power point presentation that contained a Work cited page.  Please use that as a sample, but makes yours a web page.
3) On your IMM home page, add an introduction that tells us where you are from, what your major and concentrations are, what your leisure activities are, and what you think you'd like to do after you graduate.

4) On your IMM home page, place a recognizable photo of yourself. Make sure that there is alternative text and a visible tooltip. Store the image in your images folder.

5) On your IMM home page, create two unordered lists that link to at least 5 of your favorite web sites, and at least 5 technology or web development related sites. 

6) Put your email address on your IMM home page.

7) Create a clean and attractive look to your page- The text should be of appropriate size and color and easy to read. The background colors should be pleasing and of an appropriate contrast. 

8) The HTML source for your pages should be clean and easy to read. All of your pages should also meet the XHTML 1.0 Transitional standard and pass the validator at http://validator.w3.org.

9) Inside Page.

Create a web page that is an annotated bibliography on a person, event or technology that is related to the internet. 

Description:

An annotated bibliography is a list of sources called citations.  A citation is simply a descriptive method of identifying a source.  Each entry for a citation in an annotated bibliography includes the descriptive information AND a selection of evaluative comments from you that indicate 

1) You've actually looked through and read/examined the materials and 

2) You have an opinion about the quality, caliber, and usefulness of the material.  

The portion that includes your opinion is called the annotation.

Grading: 

You will be graded on both the display and the content of your Bibliography. You should format your document with basic, structural XHTML from your book (such as <h1> <p>  <a> <ul> <ol>, <li>, <cite>, <abbr>, <acronym> etc.) and at least 3 style rules. Make sure that the links that you provide in your citations are clickable. You do not need to include color, tables, or any other advanced html features.

CONTENT SUMMARY: This is the Home Page for the Internet Corporation for Assigned Names and Numbers.  ICANN is the organization that controls how domain names are assigned.  This site contains general and specific information dealing with domains and domain naming processes and controversies. The content is targeted and even the Links section is limited to other sites that deal with domain names.

SPECIAL FEATURES: Contains extensive list of resources including calendar of events, news, forums, FAQ's, etc.  There is a link to the Uniform Domain Name Dispute Resolution Policy.  This page also includes links to Principal Documents, relevant proceedings, and historical documents related to dispute resolution.

WEAKNESSES:  The top graphic is quite large and causes the screen to scroll even when the browser is maximized. Some of the menu choices are not intuitive.  For example, the Correspondence section doesn't clearly indicate who is corresponding with whom.  The Site Search function isn't very helpful about the difference between Boolean and other searches.

RECOMMENDED USES: This site can be used to explore legal aspects of copyright and domain names.  It may be helpful to researchers interested in current news about domain names.  Additionally, the ICANN page is helpful in understanding the process of how domain names are assigned.  The Public Comment Forum may be valuable to anyone interested in current opinion about domain name procedures and proposals.
